• Entry should be in color

only state symbols, but also about our rich artistic history (George Caleb Bingham, Thomas Hart Benton,

Rose O’Neill to name a few)

• Entry must include the YAM logo somewhere in the design

• Entry must include the word “Missouri”

• Above the flag design, entry should include a statement by the student of “What Art Means to Me”
