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What is Youth Art Month?

Youth Art Month is an annual observance each March to emphasize the value of art education for all children and to encourage support for quality school art programs.

Youth Art Month was created in 1961 by ACMI, a non-profit association of art and craft materials manufacturers, in cooperation with the NAEA.  In 1984, ACMI created CFAE to administer the national Youth Art Month program and encourage funding for the program.  Current members of the Council include:  ACMI, which provides all administrative support and the majority of funding for national Youth Art Month;  NAEA, whose members carry out local Youth Art Month Activities and whose state affiliates help fund state Youth Art Month programs;  The SHIP, a group of art materials exhibitors at the annual NAEA Convention; and the General Federation of Women’s Clubs, a volunteer service.  Other involved organizations include the Association of Crafts & Creative Industries, Hobby Industries Association, and National Art Materials Trade Association.  

How do I get involved in Youth Art Month in MY COMMUNITY?

Anyone can start an observance.  In most states and local areas, art educators organize observances and seek the support and help of others in their schools and community, including businesspeople, other art teachers, parents, librarians, youth organization leaders, and others who have a genuine concern for quality art programs and who are willing to work with others in the school system or community.

Request proclamations from school principal, superintendent, mayor and local elected officials.

February
Finalize your district’s plans for shows, exhibits, teacher appreciation days, artist birthday parties and other YAM activities.  Document all the activities for the MAEA YAM Scrapbook which you can do online!  Watch for the Zoomerang Link through Artbytes.

March:
CELEBRATE 48 YEARS OF YOUTH ART MONTH!


Hang student art shows, present slide shows during parent teacher conferences, and celebrate artist birthdays with a special cake.  Make plans to visit the YAM Exhibit at the State Capitol March 13-20.  Attend Fine Arts Education Day and the Youth Art Month Awards and Recognition at the State Capitol on March 16th..  DOCUMENT EVERYTHING and send all information to Connie Shoemaker, YAM Co-Chair  --  cshoemaker@rolla.k12.mo.us.

April
Allow students to create special thank you notes to everyone who helped and was involved with the YAM activities.  Start your own YAM scrapbook to share with administrators.

May:  
Complete the YAM summary online and email supporting documentation to Connie Shoemaker – cshoemaker@rolla.k12.mo.us
Suggested Youth Art Month Activities

Secure proclamations from local, state and national elected officials, supporting Youth Art Month, children’s art and art education in the schools.  Include Chamber of Commerce, Mayors, etc.

Exhibits:  Have students participate in regional and statewide exhibits.  Place artwork in local shows, libraries, banks, restaurants, doctor and law offices, model homes, shop windows, shopping malls , local colleges and universities, etc.

Encourage local newspaper and TV stations to visit your school to photograph/film students creating artwork and to interview student artists

Donate matted ready-to-hang student artwork to school principals, superintendent, school board members, mayors, councilmen, legislators and other local officials.

Create silk-screen t-shirt or other forms of wearable art (buttons, ties, hats.)  Keep cost to a minimum so that every student, faculty and staff member can own one.  Set specific times throughout the month for everyone to wear his or her t-shirts (every Friday for example).  Distribute wearable creations to as many people as possible to wear all month.  Send some to the mayor to distribute to his associates.

Design a poster with a special area for student to create their own personal artwork in, hang these in stores and office spaces.  Use cover stock or card stock 11x14 paper so that the posters will be more durable.  Photocopy or screen-print the design on the paper.

Decorate your building with colorful student-made banners proclaiming Youth Art Month.  Line the hallways, or place a banner at the entrance of every classroom.

Request an outdoor billboard company display a YAM billboard as a public service message to promote YAM.  Outdoor advertising companies provide inexpensive board space as a public service.

Participate in the YAM flag-design contest.  Designs not selected for the flag could be used as billboard art, invitation covers, or banners.

Create a YAM student bumper sticker contest.  Print the winning design on bumper stickers.  Have student and parent boosters sell them as a YAM fundraiser.

List all YAM activities in a local community calendar

Arrange for student artists to present a demonstration at a school board meeting, community gathering and meetings of other local organizations.  

Invite the superintendent, school board members, and principals to participate in “being an Artist for a day” in which art students tutor the administrators.

Request to speak at your school board meeting or parent meetings; explain the purpose of YAM and the NAEA goals.

Art Exchange with another school or grade level.

Arrange for an “art pal,” student art exchange with email or postcards between your students and same grade level students at another school—similar to pen pals, only art is exchanged.

Send student art to patients in hospitals or nursing homes,

Arrange to have student art works printed on grocery store bags

Ask community businesses to allow student to design newspaper ads for their business to be printed in the local newspaper

Create a monthly calendar to give to teachers, include student artworks and artist’s birthdays

Collect quotes from people interested in the arts, leading citizens and young people.  Also include famous artists, statesmen, educators, and parents.  Display quotes within the community and schools

Schedule a special YAM assembly and awards program to recognize student’s achievements in the arts

Art Auction.  Instead of throwing away all those orphaned art projects, see if people would like to buy them.

Host a breakfast exhibit or just coffee and donuts for faculty and staff member.  Invite the faculty into the art room 

Contact local Chamber of commerce or city officials to request a banner permit—the kind that stretches across the street between the second floor of two buildings.

Document all YAM activities and events.  Send photos of all displays and events, plus any programs or publicity to Connie Shoemaker , YAM Co-Chair.  All information may be sent electronically.

Requesting a YAM Mayoral Proclamation/School Board Resolution

1. Write a letter.  Include the suggested proclamation and/or endorsement.

2. Make a follow-up call.  One week later is suggested.

3. Your mayor will read the information, approve the proclamation and have it prepared for his/her signature.  After you pick it up, duplicate it for distribution.

4. Include an appearance request.  The mayor’s secretary will probably contact you regarding this matter.

5. The Board of Education will usually add the request to the agenda, vote on, sign and send it to all interested parties.  Make sure you send the media a copy.

Public officials are usually eager to participate in YAM if you will just ask them!!!

ENTRY Requirements and Procedures:  PLEASE READ CAREFULLY

· MAEA MEMBERS are allowed up to 4 entries each (2-D) 

· Artwork must be ORIGINAL.  Please, no copies of master artists.

· Entries must be postmarked by February 1st.  But you can send earlier—Late Dec./early Jan.

· MAXIMUM SIZE:  18 x 24 inches, including mat.
· WHITE MAT or MOUNT ONLY.  No colors please.  Inner mat or mount may be colored.

· Attach LOOP VELCRO (rough part only!) --preferably INDUSTRIAL STRENGTH to all four corners of each piece.  If using regular sticky back loop Velcro, please use more than four 
small pieces or the artwork is likely to fall off the display board and end up on the ground.

· Protect smudgeables.  Spray well, consider using a hinged mat with acetate, or use plastic/lamination-- FYI shiny surfaces do not photograph as well as matt surfaces.  
· Print your own Exhibit Tags.  Please TYPE all information.  Follow the directions at the end of the packet.  If you have problems, contact Connie Shoemaker at cshoemaker@rolla.k12.mo.us.
· Attach Exhibit Tags securely to the front, bottom, right-hand corner of the work.
· Write student’s name and school on the back of the work in case the card gets separated from the art.

· Include PERMISSION TO PUBLISH RELEASE FORMS for ALL artwork.  ART WILL NOT BE DISPLAYED WITHOUT THIS FORM.  If your school has a blanket permission form, include a copy of that.
· Pack the following between two sheets of cardboard and tape 3 edges shut.   Please do NOT send work in BOXES--they are too difficult to store.

· Up to four works of art per MAEA member

· TWO completed Inventory sheets—DOUBLE CHECK SPELLING OF STUDENT NAMES.

· Permission to publish release forms for each work of art

· Return address label. 

· Return postage:  stamps only! DO NOT use a postage meter for return postage or the USPS will not deliver.  

· Take package and tape to Post Office, 

· Weigh for return postage, 

· Place stamps in an envelope inside the package.  

· Tape package shut.

· Place appropriate postage on the outside.
